By the end of the 1990s, Chiteau Brown had been renowned for the quality of its apples for several decades, hence the
name of our second wine,« La Pommeraie de Brown » (“apple orchard” in english). Its hectare of apple trees was
uprooted in 1998 by the previous owner and has now given way to impeccable Cabernet Sauvignon vines on deep
gravel soils.

THE LITTLE BROTHER OF CHATEAU BROWN

The second wine is the reflection of Brown terroir and enjoys the same lavish care as the Grand Vin. The plots of
vines are selected to make a fruitier, lighter, easy-drinking wine made to be enjoyed younger. Elegant and well
structured, with a smooth and fruity character, it's an epicurean expression of wine !
